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MEDICATIONS- END OF YEAR PROCEDURE

The school year will end soon, and it is time to make plans to return student medications that
have been kept in the nurse’s office. The District Medication Policy (School Board Policy 5143) prohibits
students from carrying prescription or nonprescription medications during school or to and from school.
A parent or guardian must pick up any remaining med ication from the nurse’s office by the last
student day . The policy specifies that any medications which remain after the last day of school must
be destroyed. The medication policy also requires that a new doctor’s order be written each year in
order for a child to receive prescription medications in school. For your convenience, a copy of the
medication form can be downloaded from the district’'s web page, found under “Student Health Ser-
vices” or you can pick up a new one in the health room. Don't forget to stop at the Nurse’s Office to
pick up any remaining medications by Tuesday, June 23

NOTICE TO 5™ GRADE PARENTS

The Pennsylvania School Act requires that all students in grade six receive a medical examination. This
month you will receive a letter in regard to this state mandate along with a physical exam form. Please
have your physician complete the form after the examination and return it to the school nurse in Sep-
tember.
